1st time: Verbal or Non-Verbal Warning

2nd time: Action Plan and/or Time Out

3rd time: Detention and Phone Call Home

4th time: Referral and Phone Call Home

Severe disruptions, behaviors, attitudes: Students sent immediately to the SRC with a referral and contact with home will be made.
