So You Say You Need Extra Credit?
English Class Enrichment Activities
You’ve got a few opportunities throughout the school year to receive extra credit.

You may do option 1 once each marking period and option 2 up to four times per marking period.

Here are your options:

1) Complete 5 hours of community service (50 points)

In order for you to receive extra credit, I will need:

· A picture of you completing your service and/or a signed document proving you were working

· A written summary of what you did, where you did it, who was involved, when you did it, and what you got out of it.

You may do 1 service project that is 5 hours long or a series of services that add up to 5 hours.

Ideas: Participate in Habitat for Humanity, clean up a community park, pick up trash in your neighborhood, volunteer at a retirement home, volunteer for the animal shelter, volunteer for the Gospel Mission, rake yards or shovel snow for the elderly, read books to children not related to you, volunteer at an after school program, beautify the school (talk to Ms. Kocefas for ideas)… any other ideas? Just ask me!

2) Attend activities that will enrich your 9th grade English experience. (25 points per activity. Limit: 4 per marking period)

In order for you to receive extra credit, I will need:

· A program, ticket stub, or flyer signed by an adult

· A written summary of what you did, where you did it, who was involved, when you did it, and what you got out of it. 

Ideas: Attend a poetry slam, perform at a poetry slam, attend an activity at the library, see a movie based on a book you’ve read (see me first), see a play at WMU or a community theatre, see an author read, see a poet read, go to a concert, attend an Art Hop, go to the Kalamazoo Institute of the Arts… any other ideas? Just ask me!
